If someone online suggests meeting up, I will always tell an adult straight 

away. 

I will not use technology to be unkind to others. I will always talk to an adult 

if something online makes me feel unhappy, worried or scared. 

I know that if I break the rules, I may not be allowed to use the computers 

until I can prove my responsibility again and my parents may be informed.
